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Online Safety: Information
Rules of staying safe online

· Do not give out personal information such as your real name, address, telephone number or school

· Never agree to meet someone in real life without first checking with your parents or guardian

· Never send a photograph of yourself to anyone that you do not know in real life

· Do not go into a private chat room on your own

· If anyone sends a mean message or says anything that makes you feel uncomfortable tell your parents immediately

· Choose a sensible user name.  Something like ‘Babygirl’ is going to alert people to the fact that you are probably a female teenager.

Sensible advice when using the internet

· Do not open emails from people that you don’t know, especially attachments – they may contain a virus

· Do not fill out online forms without checking with your parents first.  There are websites that collect information for marketing purposes and they might sell it on to someone else.
· Don’t believe everything you read on the internet – not everything is true

· Don’t copy or plagiarise someone elses’ work from the internet without first asking for their permission

Good net etiquette

· be polite to others

· don’t say mean or untrue things to others

· don’t get involved in a ‘flame war’ – an online argument or shouting match

· don’t talk in capital letters – people will think you are shouting or angry

· don’t forward personal emails that someone else has sent to you without asking for the permission of the original sender first
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
