I am holding   up just fine.   Me and the boys always cheer  each other   up. Yesterday w e started away  just after dawn from our camp and I think it was about an hour later that  we encountered the enemy. They were on the opposite side of the valley  and as we came over the b row of the hill they opened on us with rifle fire  and shrapnel from about 900 yards. We lost three officers and about 100  men killed and wounded in that half hour. I do not want   any more days like  that one.  Anyway we drove the Germans back and held them th ere for  eight days. I cannot tell you all I should like to, as it would never reach  you.    I will see you again soon, I promise. Love to everyone, James.
